Half Mile Recreation Reserve restoration work
continues

Stage 2 of planting at the Half Mile Reserve is planned for this Sunday
(11 August 2024) from 1pm. The Haehaeata Natural Heritage Trust
welcomes the community to join them in planting out 500 trees and
shrubs.

Stage 1 planting in June saw 5000 tussocks established on the hillside
above the State Highway 8 entranceway to Alexandra from Roxburgh.
Sunday'’s planting will be the last for the year.
